For us, we will need to
participate in a way that we can ensure the health and well-being of
our parish, because healthy parishes equal a healthy diocese. So what
will we be doing? The short answer is, “I don’t know.” It is being
implemented in a weird time, because a ton of us are moving, including
myself. So what we will need to do is begin to set something up so that
when Fr. Daro comes to Crete he’s not walking into a mess...or not as
big a mess as I walked into. We don’t have to work on every pillar at
once. We can start with one and go piece by piece. But the issue we will
have (because we had it with the strategic plan from a while back) is
that we will implement it, get excited for about 3 months, and then
we’ll just drop it. So when, WHEN (not if), we implement the pastoral
plan, we will need to keep up with it. That is where you will come in.
The pastors are not permanent. You are. So we will need to create
some system where we can work together (all of us... not just the same
15 people burnt out from helping every time) to not only bring the plan
to the parish, but to bring it to fruition. It is a five year plan, with
effects that will go way farther into the future of our Diocese!
